1. Call to Order-  Chairperson Mark Gordon
      The meeting was called to order by Mark Gordon at 10:05 a.m.

2. Establishment of a Quorum-  Laura Loriano, Vice Chairperson

3. Minutes of August 13, 2013 :  Review and approval- Laura Loriano (Action):

4. DESS State and Local Updates – Lisa Sol, Program Manager
· Lisa Sol reported that the Department of Health Care Services has delayed the pilot program for the 8 counties planned (Alameda, Los Angeles, Orange, San Diego, San Mateo, Riverside, San Bernardino, and Santa Clara), and now has a new target date of April 2014. 
· In-Home Support Services has 3 Social Worker positions allocated to Butte County to provide Quality Improvement and Program Integrity review and support.  There are some new regulations regarding the expectations of these positions.  Norm Schrum, Senior Administrative Analyst, oversees this unit, and will be invited to attend the next meeting to outline the roles and responsibilities of these positions how they impact the quality of IHSS in our county.

· CMIPSII- No new information about this program that has been fully implemented.  Sarah May commented that her interaction with the people using the program perceive that it is not difficult to use.

5.  Public Authority (PA) Operations-  Lisa Sol

· Lisa Sol reported that the position of support to Public Authority has received over 70 applicants, and a decision on hiring would take place before 2014 if possible.  Committee members expressed a general acknowledgement that this position has been very much needed, and are pleased with the additional support that will help ensure care to the IHSS recipients. 

      6.  Advisory Committee Membership-   Chairperson Mark Gordon
· Recruitment for IHSS Committee-  Laura Loriano commented that senior recipients are very well represented on the current IHSS Advisory Committee, and would like to see efforts of future recruitment for open positions be extended specifically to other recipient populations (i.e. guardian providers) in order to more fully balance the representation on the committee.  Committee discussion concerning future recruitment revolved around which current members already serve in that capacity (guardian providers).  The general understanding was that guardian providers are already well represented.  Tom Edgar noted that he would like to see that a new member would be most willing to commit to consistent attendance at the IHSS meetings.  Patricia Anthony expressed that her primary concern was that the potential new member be interested in the work of the Committee. 

· Application of Sue Handley to IHSS Advisory Committee – Sue was introduced to the Committee and she gave a short background of herself and of her qualifications.  Committee members reviewed her application.  M/S/C Mark Gordon/ Laura Loriano to send a letter of recommendation to the Board of Supervisors to install Sue Handley as a recipient member of the IHSS Advisory Committee board.  Passed unanimously.

7.   California In-Home Supportive Services Consumer Alliance (CICA) - Mark Gordon

· CICA dues- Mark Gordon shared that he has been receiving John Sainsbury’s membership in CICA emails that request payment of $500 dues.  Patricia Anthony reported that her inquiries to CICA to become a member of their Steering Committee still remain unanswered, as that she has not been contacted by CICA.  Sarah Okumbe spoke with Cindy Calderon, the current chairperson of CICA, and Ms. Calderon related that she would be contacting the Public Authority person for Butte County (Eva Stafford).  Sarah Okumbe also reported that the few emails she has been receiving from CICA do not contain any information that she felt was relevant to this committee.  She noted that the conferences and training previously provided by CICA had not taken place in the last year.  Lisa Sol reported that Eva Stafford sits in on the monthly telephone conference calls as she is able; the next call is scheduled for November 20, 2013.  Tom Edgar reported that when he listens to the conference calls, he does not find any information that would be helpful to the IHSS Advisory Committee, and that their current website is out of date.  Sarah May said that she plans to listen to the conference call on Nov. 20th.
