1. Call to Order-Mark Gordon, Chairperson
The meeting was called to order by Mark Gordon at 10:08 a.m.

2. Establishment of a Quorum-Laura Loriano, Vice Chairperson
A quorum was established.

3. Introductions – Mark Gordon, Chairperson.  Members introduced themselves and those in attendance were: Committee Members: Mark Gordon, Laura Loriano, Sarah May, Dorothy Churchill, Tom Edgar, Patricia Anthony, Domenic Console, Lisa Sol, Sarah Okumbe; staff and support: Eva Stafford; New Facilitator: Jane Turney; Public: Betty Carlton, (Area Board 2). Jane Turney provided a brief bio and was welcomed by the committee.
4. Minutes of November 13, 2012 :  Review and Approval-Mark Gordon (Action): 
Motion to approve November 13, 2012 minutes – M/S/C:  Domenic Console/ Patricia Anthony/Passed Unanimously
5. California In-Home Supportive Services Consumer Alliance (CICA) - Tom Edgar and Patricia Anthony:  CICA continues to struggle with budget issues and budget allocation triggers.  December 19th, 2012 meeting discussed payment of over time          regulations at the federal level (major topic), the CMIPS system in regard to case management, and problems with reporting time sheet hours for care providers.  Sarah Okumbe mentioned the need for more training for recipients and care providers to be consistent in their reporting.  The third Wednesday of each month is the usual time for the monthly telephone conference.
6. State and Local Updates – Lisa Sol, Program Manager, DESS 
· DESS CMIPSII Provider Negotiations-   Group 1 Counties are perhaps ready to go into the new system in early March.  Butte County is in Group 2, and system is still in formation, so DESS is poised to be receptive to change when it actually occurs.  Dates keep changing, and some staff training is ongoing and taking place.  Confidence is high that staff will be prepared when changes are implemented. The idea of putting a “head’s up” on payroll sheets to help inform care providers of upcoming change was offered. 
· IHSS Care Provider Orientations-   Domenic Console offered to help staff understand changes with hands-on training, and also put in magazine WE, a publication of AMJaMB. Tom Edgar advocates for recipients receiving help to have time card assistance, also.  Tom Edgar and Patricia Anthony both spoke to the size and complexity of recipient time cards, and question if the time cards are ADA compliant.
· IHSS Intake and Outgoing units-   Social workers now have ~ 225 case load.  Tom Edgar and Dorothy Churchill mention the time lag associated with getting a different care provider.
7.  Public Authority (PA) Operations –Eva Stafford, Public Authority Supervisor- IHSS Provider Negotiations are still in progress.   Orientations are currently taking place twice a month-   the 1st and 3rd Tuesdays of the month in Oroville, and the 2nd and 4th Tuesdays in Chico.   
8. Advisory Committee Membership and Bylaws - Mark Gordon and Laura Loriano (no action taken this meeting)    Two open seats for recipients membership remain.  A draft flyer for recruitment is still in progress, and the question of where to distribute these came up.  Dorothy Churchill suggested Doctor’s offices, Domenic Console suggested publication in an upcoming WE publication, and Tom Edgar suggested making an electronic flyer available for the Chico Enterprise Record and the Chico News & Review.   An email draft will be distributed before May 14th.  The ad hoc committee consisting of Sarah May, Dorothy Churchill, and Patricia Anthony will work to bring a draft to the full Committee in May.
9. Revised Membership List– Jane Turney 
The committee was provided an update membership list with current term dates.  The committee was provided with a list showing representation categories (recipient, provider, advocate, and support).
     10.  Public Comment-     Tom Edgar mentioned that in reference to the problem of   

     getting a quorum, he would be willing to have informal discussions with contacts as to               

     how to change by-laws.  The topic of committee members being able to call in from 
     home or other location instead of personally attending meeting was revisited, 
     drawbacks and obstacles reviewed.  Mark Gordon reviewed the obstacle of lack of  

     technical support for this type of participation, and reminded committee that attempts 
     have already been made for this.  Laura Loriano distributed a pamphlet from Passages 
     that highlights their “Connections Program”, which is outreach education for depression, 
     suicide, and anxiety in adults over 60 years of age.  www.passagescenter.org    
     Dorothy Churchill informed committee of the physical relocation of the Butte Behavioral 
     Health services in Chico.
