4. DESS State and Local Updates – Lisa Sol, Program Manager
· Lisa Sol attended a State meeting last month, along with representatives from other counties, to discuss CCI (Coordinated Care Initiative).   Lisa reports that a few of the 8 pilot counties reported out on their progress in defining their new relationship with some of the managed care companies. Butte County is not one of the pilot counties and has the opportunity to watch and learn from the experiences of the involved counties. 
· Sarah May commented that the Department of Health Care Services has already contacted Blue Shield for MediCal to have 8 counties move into the program on September 1, 2013.  A State representative did not attend the meeting.

5.  Public Authority (PA) Operations-  Eva Stafford
· Lisa Sol reported that the Public Authority budget was approved by the Board of Supervisors, and includes an addition of a full time staff position for them.
